
 REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 19, 2007

The Board of Education of the Carrollton Community Unit School District #1 was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Kevin Roundcount.  Mr. Roundcount welcomed the guests and the Pledge to the Flag was given.  Roll call was answered by Bill Hobson, Patti Nord, Kevin Roundcount, Bob Schnelten, Kellie York.  Debra Helton arrived at 7:02 p.m. Craig Bandy arrived during executive session.

Mrs. Nord moved seconded by Mr. Schnelten to approve the following consent agenda items.  Mrs. Helton, Mr. Hobson, Mrs. Nord, Mr. Roundcount, Mr. Schnelten, Mrs. York voted aye.

· Alcohol Awareness Month Resolution recognizing April as Alcohol Awareness Month 

· Poverty Grant Resolution in support of the general assembly enacting legislation to hold districts harmless for 2007-2008.  The district stands to lose thousands of dollars because of a revision made to the funding formula for the Poverty Grant portion of General State Aid.

· Accept the $500 donation to the boys basketball program from Chapman Excavating.

· Renew the schools’ membership in the IHSA and the IESA for the 2007-2008 school year.
Mrs. Helton moved seconded by Mrs. Nord to approve the school calendar for 2007-2008 as recommended by the planning committee. The starting date for students will be August 20, 2007 and the ending date will be May 23, 2008.   Mrs. Helton, Mrs. Nord, Mr. Roundcount voted aye, Mr. Hobson and Mrs. York voted nay, Mr. Schnelten vote present.

Mr. Barry reported that the attendance rates for February were 94.08% at the grade school and 93.11% at the high school.

 Mrs. Williamson provided the elementary report:

· ISAT testing was conducted March 13 through March 20 in grades three through eight. Reading and Math tests were given in grades 3-8, Science in grades 4 & 7, and Writing in grades 5 & 8.

· Congratulations to:

· Colin Robinson, DAR Essay winner for the local chapter and the district.  Colin read his award-winning essay for the board and audience.

· Fifth grade students, Brayden Rhoads and Clay Duba, who were selected by the Lemon Tree to have their advertisements published in the Journal-Courier.  The Lemon Tree treated all of Mrs. Ornellas’s students to lunch for their participation in the newspaper activity.

· PTO officers and members for a tremendously successful carnival. 

· Coach Steinacher and the volleyball teams for successful seasons. The 7th grade team won the Carrollton Regional while the 8th grade team made it to the regional championship.

· The PTO is providing transportation for the 6th, 7th, and 8th grade students to attend the Jerseyville High School theater production  “Beauty and the Beast” on March 21.

· The Scholastic Bowl team has begun a successful season. The next home match will be March 27.

· Track practice begins March 15 and the first meet is scheduled for March 30. There are about 70 students participating from CGS and St. John’s.

· Pre-K and Kindergarten teachers attended the Early Childhood Conference March 7-9. Title 1 staff and second grade teachers attended the Title 1 conference in Springfield March 14-16.

· Four Rivers personnel will present at the April 5 half-day workshop. Topics include Reading Interventions and the Response to Intervention (RTI) strategies.  A brief presentation will also be given on “Steps to Respect”, an anti-bullying program.

Mr. Churchman provided the secondary report:

Chad and Tyler will advance to state contest in Champaign on March 31.  On March 1, the Ag Business program again won 1st place, which makes 15 wins out of 17 years.  Chad Schnettgoecke was 1st overall, Kelsey Brannan 2nd, and Derek Nord 3rd.

· Silver Medallion winners: Jami Graham, Amy Reed, Hannah Schnettgoecke, and Lynley Tucker.  The   students and parents will be honored at the annual banquet at LCCC on April 19. 

· Koty Garber for being selected the Jacksonville Rotary Scholar Athlete of the Year. Koty and his family will be honored at the annual banquet in Jacksonville on April 19. 

· Coach Krumwiede and the Hawks for winning the New Berlin Regional. 

· Dana Pohlman and Alex Rahe for being selected to the Jacksonville Journal Courier All-Academic Team for the fall sports season. 

· Koty Garber and Jordan Brannan for being named WIVC All Conference in boys basketball

· Dana Schnettgoecke and Madi Pranger for being named WIVC All Conference in girls basketball

· There will be no musical this year.

· Thanks to Coach Pohlman for all the work he has put into construction of the baseball field, including acquisition of the fence funded by Whitey Herzog. 

Mr. Barry provided a school improvement update noting that each building’s SIP committee is in the process of developing next year’s plans. The district wide committee will also meet this spring to provide input towards developing a district wide plan. The district’s three-year technology plan is also under development and will be ready for approval at the April meeting.  In addition, the district received notice of a $2,500 grant award from Omvox Telecom to install the ALERTIFY emergency notification system for next year.  

Mr. Churchman provided the results of the Title IX Sports Interest survey for the district’s 6th – 11th grade students. 

Mr. Barry reported that the school report card for 2006 has been received and will be posted on the district’s website, www.c-hawks.net.  Parents and community members may request a copy of the report card or download a copy from the website.

Mr. Barry noted that a Personnel Committee meeting was held on March 1. The minutes have been sent and filed with the Board Secretary. In addition, several members/candidates attended the Two Rivers IASB meeting on March 6. 

Mr. Barry stated that funding will be a major topic in Springfield this spring. The governor presented his fiscal plan for the state on March 7, which includes a $1.5 billion increase in education funding, $1.5 billion for school construction, and $150 million for school maintenance grants.  Any increase in state aid for our district, however, would be offset significantly if the poverty grant hold-harmless legislation is not passed again this spring. The district would stand to lose about $77,300 in state aid. In addition to an increase in state aid, the Governor is proposing a $5,000 increase to the special education teacher reimbursement level, $100 million for services to improve student success, $60 million to expand early childhood education programs, $40 million in incentives to encourage quality teachers to go to or remain in hard-to-staff or under performing schools, and $10 million to create rural learning initiatives to give schools the chance to access funds for distance learning technology .  Mr. Barry reviewed a few pertinent state and federal bills being considered. 

Mr. Barry reviewed changes to updated policies JFCH-Alcohol or Illegal Drug Use, JG-Student Discipline, IKF-Graduation Requirements, and INF-Waiver for Physical Education.

Mrs. Helton moved seconded by Mr. Hobson to give first reading approval to updated policies JFCH, JG, IKF, INF.  Mrs. Helton, Mr. Hobson, Mrs. Nord, Mr. Roundcount, Mr. Schnelten, Mrs. York voted aye.
Mrs. Nord moved seconded by Mr. Schnelten to approve the diesel fuel bid of $2.3285 from C.H. Smith Oil Co.  Mrs. Helton, Mr. Hobson, Mrs. Nord, Mr. Roundcount, Mr. Schnelten, Mrs. York voted aye.
At 7:23 p.m. Mrs. Nord moved seconded by Mrs. York an executive session be held for Personnel Evaluation/ Employment/Appointment/Release 5 ILCS 120/2(c)(1).  Mrs. Helton, Mr. Hobson, Mrs. Nord, Mr. Roundcount, Mr. Schnelten, Mrs. York voted aye.
